Regional Champions in implementing local activities such as Cafe Conversations

e Develop and implement evaluation tools as well as supporting outreach materials for
the Regional Champions initiative

e Develop and execute Regional Champions-focused and outreach strategies to
facilitate growth of the Youth Caucus network

e Work with Regional Champions to determine initiatives and tools that would be
beneficial to promoting and growing youth engagement in the food movement

e Connect with and coordinate the national network during FSC national campaigns

e Participate, as needed, in provincial/territorial meetings alongside FSC partners and
stakeholders
